Congestive Heart Failure

20% of patients with congestive heart failure are typically 
back in hospital within 30 days.  The average cost of 
each hospital visit is of $8,000 per patient.  Due to 
various factors, the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid 
Services may stop reimbursing for congestive heart 
failure patients who are readmitted within 30 days’ time, 
costing the average hospital $1.5 million in unreimbursed 
expenses.  With the Enfora-enabled HealthPAL device, 
doctors and nurses can determine if a return visit to the 
hospital is warranted, and/or the appropriate course of 
action to improve the patient’s care.
